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The aim and scope:

This session will address sustainable fiscal governance as a strategic instrument for the
development of cities, articulating planning, management, requalification and urban
rehabilitation. Structured around four thematic axes, it will present conceptual foundations and
indicators, integrated with global agreements and regulations. The spatial focus, to exemplify
successful experiences and practices with less effective results, will be on European and Latin
American cities. The potential of sustainable fiscal governance mechanisms, associated with
urban policy instruments aimed at improving quality of life from an ecological, equitable and
inclusive perspective, will be highlighted, promoting debate on new lines of research.

Esta sessdo abordara a governanga fiscal sustentdavel enquanto instrumento estratégico para
o desenvolvimento das cidades, articulando planeamento, gestdo, requalificacdo e
reabilitagdo urbana. Estruturada nos quatro eixos temdticos, apresentarda fundamentos
conceptuais e indicadores, integrados com acordos e regulamentos globais. O recorte
espacial, para a exemplificacdo de experiéncias bem-sucedidas e de praticas com resultados
menos eficazes, incidira sobre cidades europeias e da América Latina. Serdo evidenciadas as
potencialidades de mecanismos de governanca fiscal sustentavel, associados a instrumentos
de politica urbana orientados para a melhoria da qualidade de vida, numa perspectiva
ecologica, equitativa e inclusiva, promovendo o debate sobre novas linhas de investigagdo.
